FRANSA’DA MARINE LE PEN YOLSUZLUKTAN
MAHKUM OLDU, 2027°DE CUMHURBASKANLIGI-
NA ADAYLIGI YASAKLANDI

Fransiz mahkemesi, pazartesi gint aldigi kararla, asiri
sadcl lider Marine Le Pen’in zimmetine para gecirme
sucundan mahkim oldugunu ve 2027 Cumhurbaskan-
131 secimlerinde aday olmasini yasakladigini duyurdu.
Bu karar, yarginin siyaseti denetleme cabalarina ilis-
kin kiresel gerilimleri artirabilecek ve Fransa’nin siyasi
dengelerini sarsabilecek nitelikte. 56 yasindaki Le Pen
icin blyUk bir siyasi darbe olan bu mahktmiyet, Ulusal
Ralli (RN) partisinin lideri olarak Avrupa’nin en gucli
asiri sagci figlrlerinden biri olan Le Pen’in 2027 secim
anketlerinde 6nde gitmesine ragmen yaris disi kalma-
sina neden oldu. Kararin Fransiz siyaseti Uzerinde genis
capli etkiler yaratabilecedi, Cumhurbaskani Emmanuel
Macron’un halefini belirleme sirecini kdkten degistire-
bilecegi belirtiliyor. Ayrica, Macron’un zayiflayan azinlik
hikUmeti Gzerindeki baskiyi artirabilecedi ve sagci lider-
ler arasinda, “secilmemis yargiclarin siyasete midahale
ettigi” yoniundeki elestirileri glclendirebilecedi 6ngo6-
raltyor. Le Pen, TF1 kanalina verdigi réportajda masum
oldugunu iddia ederek bu kararin, “cumhurbaskanligi
adayligini engellemeye yonelik siyasallastiriimis bir giri-
sim” oldugunu savundu ve temyize gidecegini duyurdu.
Bes yillik kamu gérevinden men cezasi temyiz yoluyla
askiya alinamayacak, ancak mevcut milletvekilligi stresi
sona erene kadar gorevine devam edecek.

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| TRUMP ANNOUNCES NEW TARIFFS

President Donald Trump announced on Wednesday
that, despite economists’ warnings about rising pri-
ces, the U.S. will impose a minimum 10% tariff on all
imported goods from foreign countries. Additionally,
higher “reciprocal” tariffs will be applied to countries
that impose tariffs on U.S. exports. Signing an executi-
ve order to enforce the tariffs, Trump declared that the
days of the U.S. having an “unfair advantage” in trade
are over. He explained that reciprocal tariffs would be
roughly half or less of what those countries impose on
U.S. exports. Among the countries facing tariffs above
10% are the European Union, China, and Israel. Senior
administration officials stated that the 10% global tariff
will take effect at 12:01 AM on April 5, while the higher
reciprocal tariffs will be enforced at 12:01 AM on April
9. According to a White House briefing China will face
an additional 34% tariff, European Union imports will be
taxed at 20%, Taiwanese imports will have a 32% tariff,
South Korean goods will be subject to a 25% tariff, Is-
raeli imports will face a 17% tariff. Senior officials noted
that Canada and Mexico are currently exempt from the-
se new tariffs, though existing tariffs remain in place as
Trump continues to cite fentanyl and immigration con-
cerns as key trade issues.

MARINE LE PEN CONVICTED OF CORRUPTION IN
FRANCE, BANNED FROM RUNNING IN 2027 PRE-
SIDENTIAL ELECTION

On Monday, a French court ruled that far-right leader
Marine Le Pen was convicted of embezzlement and
barred from running in the 2027 presidential election.
The decision, which could exacerbate global tensions
over judicial oversight of politics, has sent shockwa-
ves through France’s political landscape. The ruling is
a devastating setback for 56-year-old Le Pen, who lea-
ds the far-right National Rally (RN) party and has been
one of the most prominent figures in Europe’s far-right
movement. Despite leading the polls for 2027, her pre-
sidential bid is now in jeopardy. The verdict could have
significant implications for French politics, potential-
ly reshaping the race to succeed President Emmanuel
Macron. It could also increase pressure on Macron’s al-
ready weakened minority government and fuel growing
resentment among right-wing leaders who claim that
unelected judges are interfering in politics. In an inter-
view with TF1, Le Pen maintained her innocence and cal-
led the ruling a “politicized decision aimed at preventing
her candidacy.” She vowed to appeal the verdict as soon
as possible. Her five-year ban from public office cannot
be suspended through an appeal, but she will remain a
member of parliament until the end of her current term.

israil Basbakani Binyamin Netanyahu, Glkesinin “toprak
ele gecirdigini” ve Gazze Seridi’nde yeni bir glivenlik ko-
ridoru insa ederek boélgeyi “boélmeyi” planladigini acik-
ladi. Israil, kusatma altindaki Filistin topraklarinda hava
ve kara operasyonlarini blytk 6l¢liide genisletirken bu
hamleyi gerceklestirmeyi hedefliyor. Israilli insan haklari
6rgitl Gisha’ya gére, israil Savunma Kuvvetleri (IDF),
savasin basladigi Ekim 2023’ten bu yana Gazze’nin ¢ev-
resinde toplam 62 km?lik bir alani—Gazze Seridi’nin
%17’sine denk gelen tampon bodlgeleri—ele gecirdi.
Adini, daha 6nce Israil yerlesimi olan bir bélgeden alan
Netzarim Koridoru, Gazze Sehri’ni seridin glneyinden
ayliriyor. Benzer sekilde, Morag isimli bir diger koridorun,
bir zamanlar Refah ile Han Yunus arasinda bulunan eski
bir Yahudi yerlesimine atifta bulunmasi, bu yeni korido-
run da Gazze’nin giineyindeki iki blytk sehri birbirinden
ayirmak icin planlandigini gdésteriyor. Netanyahu’nun
aciklamalari, israil Savunma Bakani Yoav Gallant’in car-
samba giinl yaptidi ve israil ordusunun Gazze’nin “genis
alanlarini ele gecirecegini” ve bunun “blytk capli sivil
tahliyeleri gerektirecedini” sdyledigi aciklamanin hemen
ardindan geldi. Ne Netanyahu ne de Gallant, Israil’in
yeni saldirilarla ne kadar Filistin topradi ele gecirmeyi
planladigi konusunda ayrintil bilgi vermedi. Ancak bu
hamlenin, ateskes gorlismelerini daha da zorlastirmasi
ve Israil'in savas sona erdiginde Gazze Seridi’nin kont-
roliinU kalici olarak ele gecirmeyi planladigi yonindeki
endiseleri artirmasi muhtemel.

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HUNGARY WITHDRAWS FROM THE INTERNA-
TIONAL CRIMINAL COURT DURING NETANYA-
HU’S VISIT

The Hungarian government has announced its withd-
rawal from the International Criminal Court (ICC). A
senior official from Prime Minister Viktor Orban’s admi-
nistration confirmed the decision during Israeli Prime
Minister Benjamin Netanyahu’s official visit to Hungary.
Netanyahu is currently under an ICC arrest warrant. Or-
bdn had invited Netanyahu to Hungary last November,
stating that the ICC’s decision would have “no effect” in
his country. ICC judges had determined that there were
“reasonable grounds” to believe Netanyahu bore “cri-
minal responsibility” for alleged war crimes and crimes
against humanity committed during the Israel-Hamas
war. Netanyahu condemned the ICC’s decision, calling it
“antisemitic.” The ICC, which has jurisdiction over cases
involving genocide, crimes against humanity, and war
crimes, currently has 125 member states. Hungary, one
of the founding members of the court, will be the first
European Union country to withdraw. However, this de-
cision will not affect ongoing legal proceedings. During
a joint press conference, Orban claimed that the ICC had
become a “political court” and argued that the issuance
of an arrest warrant for Netanyahu “clearly demonstra-
ted” this.

NETANYAHU: ISRAEL HAS ‘SEIZED LAND’ AND
PLANS TO ‘DIVIDE’ GAZA

Israeli Prime Minister Benjamin Netanyahu announced
that Israel has “seized land” and plans to “divide” the
Gaza Strip by constructing a new security corridor. This
move comes as Israel significantly expands its air and
ground operations in the besieged Palestinian territo-
ries. According to the Israeli human rights group Gisha,
the Israel Defense Forces (IDF) have seized a total of
62 km? of land—equivalent to 17% of the Gaza Strip’s
area—since the war began in October 2023. The Net-
zarim Corridor, named after a former Israeli settlement,
separates Gaza City from the southern part of the Strip.
Similarly, the use of the name Morag, once a Jewish sett-
lement between Rafah and Khan Younis, suggests that
the new corridor is designed to divide the two southern
cities. Netanyahu’s remarks followed a statement by
Defense Minister Yoav Gallant on Wednesday, in which
he said that the Israeli military would “take control of
vast areas of Gaza,” necessitating “large-scale civilian
evacuations.” Neither Netanyahu nor Gallant provided
details on how much Palestinian land Israel intends to
seize with its latest offensive. However, this move is li-
kely to complicate ceasefire negotiations and fuel con-
cerns that Israel intends to permanently take control of
the Strip once the war ends.

LE GOREVDEN ALINDI

GUney Kore Devlet Baskani Yoon Suk Yeol, cuma gunU
Anayasa Mahkemesi tarafindan gorevden alindi. Mahkeme,
Yoon’un sikiyénetim uygulamasi nedeniyle parlamentonun
verdigi gérevden alma kararini onayladi. Bu karar, Glkenin
son on vyillardaki en blylk siyasi krizlerinden birine yol
acarken, Gluney Kore’yi secim slrecine gotirdi. Oybirligiyle
alinan karar, Asya’nin dérdiinct blylik ekonomisinde siyasi
belirsizligi sonlandirarak yeni bir baskanin secilmesi icin 60
gunlik bir se¢im strecini baslatti. Gliney Kore ekonomisi-
nin btydme hizinin yavasladigi bu dénemde, ABD Baska-
ni Donald Trump yoénetimiyle iliskileri yUrtitme ¢abalari da
belirsizlik icine girdi. Basbakan Han Duck-soo, yeni baskan
yemin edene kadar baskan vekili olarak gérev yapacak. Mu-
halefetteki liberal Demokrat Parti’nin lideri Lee Jae-myung,
secim yarisinda 6nde goérliinse de hakkinda devam eden
yolsuzluk davalari siyasi gelecegini tehdit ediyor. Muhafa-
zakarlar ise genis bir aday havuzuna sahip ve iktidardaki
Halk GucU Partisi’nin gecici lideri Kwon Young-se, Ulkenin
istikrara kavusmasi icin baskan vekiliyle birlikte calisma ta-
ahhtdinde bulundu.

Israel has intensified its airstrikes on Syria, stating that
these attacks serve as a warning to the new Islamist le-
aders in Damascus. On Thursday, Israel accused its ally
Turkey of attempting to turn Syria into a Turkish prote-
ctorate. In response, Turkey called on Israel to withdraw
from Syria and stop undermining efforts to stabilize the
country. A statement from Turkey’s Ministry of Foreign
Affairs in Ankara said, “Israel has become the greatest
threat to regional security” and that “it is a strategic
destabilizer, creating chaos and fueling terrorism.” The
statement added, “Therefore, in order to establish se-
curity across the region, Israel must first abandon its
expansionist policies, withdraw from the occupied ter-
ritories, and stop sabotaging efforts to bring stability to
Syria.” The attacks targeting areas near Damascus and
airbases have raised concerns among Israeli officials
about Islamist groups, which they see as a growing th-
reat along their borders, particularly those that toppled
Bashar al-Assad in December. Israel also views Turkey’s
influence over Damascus with suspicion. Since Assad’s
overthrow, Israel has been attempting to advance its
objectives in Syria by seizing land in the southwest, an-
nouncing its willingness to protect the Druze minority,
lobbying in Washington for a weak state, and destro-
ying much of the Syrian army’s heavy weapons and
equipment in the days following Assad’s fall.

SOUTH KOREAN PRESIDENT YOON REMOVED
FROM OFFICE OVER MARTIAL LAW

South Korean President Yoon Suk Yeol was removed from
office by the Constitutional Court on Friday, following the
court’s approval of his impeachment by parliament over
the implementation of martial law. The decision triggered
an election amid one of the country’s worst political crises
in decades. The unanimous ruling brings months of political
turmoil to an end, at a time when Asia’s fourth-largest eco-
nomy is experiencing slowing growth and struggling to na-
vigate its relationship with U.S. President Donald Trump’s
administration. As required by the constitution, the deci-
sion initiates a presidential race that must conclude with a
new leader being elected within 60 days. Until the inaugu-
ration of a new president, Prime Minister Han Duck-soo will
serve as acting president. Lee Jae-myung, the populist le-
ader of the liberal Democratic Party—who narrowly lost to
Yoon in 2022—is currently the frontrunner. However, he is
facing legal troubles due to ongoing corruption trials. Me-
anwhile, conservatives have a broad pool of potential can-
didates to choose from. Kwon Young-se, the interim leader
of Yoon’s ruling People Power Party, pledged to work with
the acting president to stabilize the country. Speaking after
the court’s ruling, acting President Han promised to ensure
that the upcoming election proceeds smoothly. Yoon, 64,
is currently on trial for charges related to the imposition of
martial law, including rebellion—an offense that carries a
maximum penalty of death or life imprisonment.

ARGENTINE SENATE REJECTS MILEPS SUPREME
COURT NOMINEES

The Argentine Senate rejected two Supreme Court
nominees proposed by President Javier Milei, marking
a setback for the libertarian leader who accused law-
makers of politicizing the vote. In February, the pre-
sident had nominated current federal judge Ariel Lijo
and academic Manuel Garcia-Mansilla for appointment.
However, the nominations were questioned by law-
yers, political opponents, human rights groups, and a
broad spectrum of Argentine politics due to concerns
over procedure and the qualifications of the candidates.
The Senate, which has the authority to oppose judici-
al appointments by decree, rejected Garcia-Mansilla’s
nomination by a vote of 51 to 20, and Lijo’s nominati-
on by a vote of 43 to 27 (with one abstention). Some
conservative lawmakers joined the opposition, voting to
reject the nominations. Following the vote, Milei’s office
issued a statement condemning the vote and accusing
the Senate of working only to “block the future of the
Argentine nation.”

RUSSIA HOSTS SENIOR DIPLOMATS FROM SA-
HEL COUNTRIES FOR SECURITY TIES STRENGT-
HENING TALKS

On Thursday, Russia discussed ways to strengthen mili-
tary ties with Sahel countries, pledging to train soldiers
and provide arms as it seeks to increase its influence in
the West African countries under junta rule, which ex-
pelled French forces. Russian Foreign Minister Sergey
Lavrov, following talks with his counterparts from Mali,
Burkina Faso, and Niger, stated that Moscow is ready
to assist in strengthening the military and security for-
ces of these countries. Lavrov emphasized, “I highligh-
ted Moscow’s readiness to help expand the potential
of Sahel’s united armed forces, strengthen the combat
capabilities of the armies of these three countries, and
train their troops and law enforcement.” He also added
that Russia could provide military equipment. Relations
between Sahel countries and the West have become
increasingly tense. Following recent military coups in
Mali, Burkina Faso, and Niger, the ruling juntas expelled
French and U.S. forces and turned to Russian military
contractors for security assistance. In his Thursday sta-
tement, Lavrov mentioned that Russia would help Sahel
countries establish a common military force by offering
“consultancy services,” noting that a “significant num-
ber” of Russian military trainers are already working in
these countries.

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CHINA ANNOUNCES RETALIATORY MEASURES,
RAISING TARIFFS ON U.S. GOODS FROM 84% TO
125% STARTING SATURDAY

China has announced that it will raise tariffs on U.S. go-
ods from 84% to 125% starting Saturday, as a retaliatory
measure in response to Washington’s escalating trade
policies. As President Donald Trump continues to inc-
rease tariffs on other countries, a renewed trade war
between the United States and China is intensifying. Be-
ijing had previously described Trump’s actions as “eco-
nomic bullying” and warned that it would respond with
countermeasures. China’s latest move follows a series of
tariff hikes from Trump throughout the week. Trump’s
total tariffs on Chinese goods have now reached 145%.
In a statement on Wednesday, he announced the 125%
tariff rate on China but excluded an additional 20% ta-
riff related to China’s role in fentanyl production from
that total. Trump’s actions have led business leaders to
warn of a potential recession, while some major U.S. tra-
de partners have started retaliating with tariffs of their
own. As both sides continue to escalate the trade conf-
lict, China’s Ministry of Commerce announced that it has
filed another case against the United States at the Wor-
|d Trade Organization (WTO). Additionally, last week
Beijing suspended imports of sorghum, poultry, and
bone meal from several American companies. It also im-
posed new export controls on rare earth minerals, which
are crucial to various technologies, and placed dozens
of American companies on restricted lists, preventing
Chinese firms from selling them dual-use goods.

EU SUSPENDS 25% RETALIATORY TARIFFS ON
U.S. GOODS AFTER TRUMP’S POLICY REVERSAL

The European Union has suspended its 25% retaliatory tariffs
on U.S. goods for 90 days, following Donald Trump’s dramatic
retreat from the trade war. European Commission President
Ursula von der Leyen announced on Wednesday that the EU
would temporarily halt countermeasures approved that day,
which targeted U.S. goods worth €21 billion (around £18 bil-
lion). “We want to give negotiations a chance,” von der Leyen
said. “If the talks are not satisfactory, our countermeasures will
take effect.” In an earlier statement that did not mention reta-
liatory measures, von der Leyen welcomed the U.S. president’s
decision to pause his highest tariffs for 90 days and reiterated
that the EU is ready to negotiate a trade deal with the United
States. The chaotic U-turn announced by the White House on
Wednesday means that, until July, EU exports to the U.S. will
face a 10% tax instead of the 20% “reciprocal tariff” rate that
had been in effect for only a few hours. However, the 25% ta-
riffs Trump imposed on steel, aluminum, and automobiles re-
main in place. Von der Leyen called Trump’s announcement to
halt higher tariff rates on multiple countries “an important step
toward stabilizing the global economy.” Also on Wednesday,
EU member states almost unanimously approved the imposi-
tion of 25% tariffs on €21 billion worth of U.S. agricultural and
industrial products in response to Trump’s February announce-
ment of steel and aluminum tariffs.

RUSSIA-U.S. TALKS IN ISTANBUL CONCLUDE AF-
TER OVER FIVE HOURS OF NEGOTIATIONS

The second round of talks between Russia and the Uni-
ted States concluded on Thursday afternoon in Istanbul
after lasting more than five hours. According to Anadolu
Agency, the U.S. delegation was the first to leave the
Russian consulate residence without making any state-
ment to the press. On Tuesday, U.S. State Department
spokesperson Tammy Bruce stated that the discussions
would focus on efforts to “further stabilize the operati-
ons of bilateral missions, namely embassies and consu-
lates.” The Russian delegation was led by U.S. Ambassa-
dor Alexander Darchiev, while the U.S. team was headed
by Deputy Secretary of State Sonata Coulter. The me-
eting followed an earlier round of negotiations held in
Istanbul on February 27, established through a diplo-
matic channel initiated between U.S. Secretary of State
Marco Rubio and Russian Foreign Minister Sergey Lav-
rov during their encounter in Saudi Arabia. According
to a statement from the U.S. State Department, both
sides “maintained the constructive approach” observed
in the previous meeting. “The United States reiterated
its concerns regarding the Russian Federation’s policy
banning the employment of local staff, which remains
the primary obstacle to maintaining stable and sustai-
nable staffing levels at the U.S. Embassy in Moscow,” the
statement said. It was also reported that the two sides
discussed holding a follow-up meeting in the near futu-
re, with the date, location, and level of representation to
be determined.

TURKEY AND ISRAEL HOLD TALKS TO PREVENT
ACCIDENTAL CLASHES IN SYRIA

Turkey and Israel have held technical talks aimed at preven-
ting potential clashes between their forces stationed in Syria, a
Turkish defense official said on Thursday. Speaking on conditi-
on of anonymity due to the sensitivity of the issue, the official
stated that the initial discussions were held on Wednesday in
Azerbaijan to establish a “deconfliction mechanism” to avoid
unwanted incidents in Syria. “Work will continue to establish
the conflict-avoidance mechanism,” the official added. Since
the ousting of President Bashar al-Assad at the end of last year,
Turkey and lIsrael have been pursuing competing interests in
Syria. The Syrian Foreign Ministry announced that Israeli jets
had struck a Syrian airbase, which Turkey reportedly aims to
use to expand its regional influence. Israel fears that Syria’s
new Islamist leadership could pose a fresh threat along its bor-
der and has established a buffer zone within Syrian territory.
Meanwhile, Turkey’s emergence as a key player in the conflict
has raised concerns in Israel about an expanded Turkish mili-
tary presence. Israeli Prime Minister Benjamin Netanyahu said
on Tuesday that Turkish bases in Syria would be “a danger to
Israel.” Ankara continues to support the new Syrian govern-
ment formed by former rebels it backed during the country’s
13-year civil war. That support also includes counterterrorism
operations against the Islamic State group.

SOUTH KOREA ESTABLISHES DIPLOMATIC TIES
WITH SYRIA’S NEW GOVERNMENT

South Korea has officially established diplomatic relati-
ons with Syria’s new Islamist-led government, months
after a rebel coalition ousted President Bashar al-Assad.
The South Korean Foreign Ministry announced on Fri-
day that Foreign Minister Cho Tae-yul visited Damascus
on Thursday and signed a joint communiqué with his
Syrian counterpart, Asaad al-Shaibani, marking the be-
ginning of bilateral relations. According to the ministry,
the agreement paves the way for cooperation that was
previously limited due to Syria’s close ties with North
Korea. Assad, who had long maintained a strong rela-
tionship with Pyongyang, was removed from power in
December in a rebel-led offensive. During the talks, Cho
expressed South Korea’s willingness to support Syria’s
post-conflict reconstruction after more than 13 years of
civil war. He said the support could include South Ko-
rean businesses and humanitarian aid. Minister Al-Sha-
ibani welcomed the initiative and expressed hope that
Seoul would also assist in easing international sanctions
against Syria. With this move, South Korea now mainta-
ins diplomatic relations with 191 UN member states—le-
aving North Korea as the only exception.

UK ANNOUNCES INCREASED MILITARY SUP-
PORT FOR UKRAINE

The UK announced on Friday that Western allies of Ukra-
ine are coming together to provide additional weapons
and ammunition in support of the war-torn country’s
defense against Russia’s invasion. The announcement
coincided with ongoing ceasefire efforts and a U.S. en-
voy’s visit to Moscow. In a joint effort with Norway, the
UK will allocate over $580 million to supply hundreds
of thousands of military drones, radar systems, and an-
ti-tank mines, as well as fund contracts for the repair
and maintenance of Ukrainian armored vehicles on the
battlefield. Ahead of a NATO defense meeting in Brus-
sels, Ukrainian Defense Minister Rustem Umerov emp-
hasized that strengthening Ukraine’s air defense rema-
ins a top priority. In a post on social media, he stated,
“Ukraine needs a sufficient number of modern systems
like Patriot missiles. Supplying these systems requires a
political decision—to protect our cities, towns, and the
lives of our people, especially from the threat of Russian
ballistic missiles. Our partners possess such systems.”
Ukrainian President Volodymyr Zelenskyy renewed his
call for more Patriot systems after a Russian missile stri-
ke a week ago killed 20 people—including nine child-
ren—in his hometown, destroying residential buildings
and a playground.

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RUBIO: DIRECT NUCLEAR TALKS BETWEEN U.S.
AND IRAN TO BE HELD ON SATURDAY

U.S. Secretary of State Marco Rubio announced on Thur-
sday that the United States will hold direct talks with
Iran this weekend regarding Tehran’s nuclear program.
The meeting between U.S. Special Envoy Steve Witkoff
and a senior Iranian official is scheduled to take place
in Oman on Saturday. Speaking at a Cabinet meeting
chaired by President Donald Trump, Rubio said, “We
hope this meeting leads to peace. We’ve made it very
clear that Iran will never possess a nuclear weapon, and
| believe that clarity is what paved the way for this me-
eting.” On Monday, President Trump said that the U.S.
and Iran were ready to begin direct negotiations on Teh-
ran’s nuclear program on Saturday, warning that if the
talks fail, Iran would be “in great danger.” However, Iran
has said the talks will be indirect and mediated by Oma-
ni officials, creating some confusion over the nature of
the dialogue. A U.S. official familiar with the planning
said both delegations would be in the same room. On
Wednesday, Trump reiterated his threat to use military
force if Iran fails to end its nuclear program, stating that
Israel would play a key role in any potential military ac-
tion.

TRUMP ADMINISTRATION CANCELS ALL SOUTH
SUDANESE VISAS OVER DEPORTATION DISPUTE

The United States is canceling all visas held by South
Sudanese passport holders and will block further ent-
ries from the country. The State Department said South
Sudan was “taking advantage of the United States” by
refusing to comply with U.S. efforts to repatriate indivi-
duals to the East African nation, and announced that the
measures would take immediate effect. “Every country,
including the U.S., must accept the timely return of its
citizens when another country attempts deportation,”
the department stated. Deputy Secretary of State Chris-
topher Landau said the dispute centered on one alleged
South Sudanese national, and claimed that efforts to
engage diplomatically with the South Sudanese gover-
nment were rejected. In a post on social media, he wro-
te, “All visa appointments are canceled, no new visas
will be issued, current visas are no longer valid, and until
this issue is resolved, NOBODY from South Sudan will
enter the U.S. on a visa.” Secretary of State Marco Rubio
said Washington would “be ready to review these acti-
ons once South Sudan fully cooperates.” Donald Trump,
who campaigned on an anti-immigration platform, has
pursued various strategies to remove foreign nationals
since returning to the White House. However, this move
against South Sudanese individuals marks the first time
a group has been broadly targeted based on nationality.

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ISRAELI ARMY CLARIFIES THAT THE BODY RELE-
ASED BY HAMAS DOES NOT BELONG TO HOSTA-
GE SHIRI BIBAS.

The Israeli army stated on Friday that one of the bo-
dies released by Hamas does not belong to any of the
hostages held in Gaza, accusing Hamas of violating
the already fragile ceasefire. While two of the bodies
were identified as belonging to baby Kfir Bibas and his
four-year-old brother Ariel, the third body, which was
thought to belong to their mother Shiri, did not match
any hostages and its identity could not be determined.
The army said, “This is a serious violation by the Hamas
terrorist organization, which is responsible for returning
the bodies of four hostages as part of the agreement.”
The army has called for the return of Shiri Bibas and
all hostages. The family of hostage Oded Lifshitz con-
firmed that the body had been officially identified. Ha-
mas did not immediately respond. Israeli Prime Minister
Benjamin Netanyahu had vowed revenge on Hamas
after the release of the remains of the four hostages,
including Kfir and Ariel, who were kidnapped during
the October 7, 2023 attack. Palestinian militants handed
over the four black coffins in a public display, which was
carefully arranged and followed by a crowd of Palesti-
nians and dozens of armed Hamas militants, attracting
the attention of UN Secretary-General Antonio Guter-
res, who condemned the display. The remains of the
children, their mother, and those of Lifshitz, which are
claimed to belong to him, were handed over as part of
the Gaza ceasefire agreement reached last month with
US support and mediation by Qatar and Egypt.

OVER 200 KILLED IN THREE-DAY RSF ATTACK IN
SUDAN.

Paramilitary forces in Sudan have killed at least 200 people
in a three-day assault south of the capital, Khartoum. The
army-backed government, however, reported the death
toll at 433. According to the Emergency Lawyers Network,
which documents human rights violations, the Rapid Sup-
port Forces (RSF) opened fire on villagers attempting to
flee the White Nile region, leaving hundreds wounded or
missing. There are fears that many may have drowned
while trying to escape. Eyewitnesses reported that attacks
on the villages of al-Qadaris and al-Khelwat in the Whi-
te Nile state displaced thousands. UN Secretary-General
Anténio Guterres’ spokesperson stated, “We have recei-
ved horrifying reports of dozens of women being raped
and hundreds of families forced to flee.” The Emergency
Lawyers Network also claimed that RSF militants subje-
cted unarmed civilians to executions, abductions, enfor-
ced disappearances, and looting over the course of three
days. Since the war began in April 2023, both the army
and paramilitary forces have been accused of committing
war crimes. The U.S. has accused the RSF of genocide, al-
leging it has targeted non-Arab minorities in Sudan’s wes-
tern Darfur region with extrajudicial killings and systematic
sexual violence.

AND EUROPEAN OFFICIALS FOR KEY TALKS ON
UKRAINE’S FUTURE

France hosted high-level talks on Thursday focused on
Ukraine and its security—marking the first time since
President Donald Trump took office that senior Ameri-
can, Ukrainian, and European officials have come toget-
her to discuss ending the war. U.S. Secretary of State
Marco Rubio and Presidential Envoy Steve Witkoff joi-
ned other top Ukrainian and European officials for hours
of separate meetings at the French presidential pala-
ce. At the end of the day, French President Emmanuel
Macron brought all sides together for a final round of
discussions, which he described as a significant “rap-
prochement.” France also announced that talks in the
same format would continue next week in London. The
meetings took place amid growing concerns that the
Trump administration is signaling a willingness to move
closer to Russia, and as U.S. efforts to broker a ceasefire
in Ukraine have so far failed to halt the fighting. Me-
anwhile, there is increasing frustration among European
leaders over other Trump administration actions—from
tariffs on close allies to controversial comments about
NATO and even Greenland.

GIORGIA MELONI MEETS WITH U.S. PRESIDENT
DONALD TRUMP AT THE WHITE HOUSE

Italian Prime Minister Giorgia Meloni met with U.S. Presi-
dent Donald Trump at the White House. Following a bila-
teral meeting in the Oval Office, the two leaders joined a
closed-door lunch in the Cabinet Room, where they answe-
red questions from a press pool composed of White House
reporters and lItalian journalists, reaffirming their mutual
understanding and strong relationship. Meloni announced
that Trump had accepted her invitation to make an official
visit to Rome “in the near future,” describing it as an oppor-
tunity to relaunch dialogue between Washington and Brus-
sels. She added that the U.S. president might also consider
meeting with EU representatives during his visit. Trump
said, “If Meloni remains Prime Minister, Italy could become
the U.S.s best ally.” He added, “She is a wonderful person,
doing a great job, and our relationship is excellent. Italy is
one of our closest allies—not just in Europe, but overall.” On
trade tariffs, both leaders expressed confidence that a fair
agreement could be reached. Speaking in the Oval Office,
Trump said, “We’re not going to have trouble making a deal
with the EU on tariffs—we’re not going to have trouble with
anyone.” He reiterated that negotiations were ongoing with
many countries but stressed that he was “in no hurry.” He
also stated that the U.S. would reach a good agreement
with China. Meloni expressed optimism as well, saying she
believed a deal was possible and emphasized the impor-
tance of “speaking openly and being honest.”

ICC OPENS INVESTIGATION INTO HUNGARY FOR
FAILING TO ARREST ISRAELI PM BENJAMIN NE-
TANYAHU

Judges at the International Criminal Court (ICC) are
demanding an explanation from Hungary over its failu-
re to arrest Israeli Prime Minister Benjamin Netanyahu
during his visit to Budapest earlier this month. In a fi-
ling released late Wednesday, the Hague-based court
launched non-compliance proceedings against Hungary
after Netanyahu was received with full honors despite
an ICC arrest warrant issued for alleged crimes against
humanity linked to the war in Gaza. During the visit,
Hungarian Prime Minister Viktor Orban declared on a
local radio station that the ICC is “no longer a neut-
ral court of law but a political court,” and announced
that Hungary would withdraw from the institution. Or-
ban, often criticized as an autocrat and the EU’s most
obstructive leader, defended the decision not to detain
Netanyahu. He pointed out that although Hungary had
signed the Rome Statute, the Hungarian parliament had
never incorporated it into domestic law. “We signed an
international agreement, but we never took the steps to
make it applicable in Hungary,” he said. ICC judges have
previously rejected similar arguments. Both the court
and other international organizations strongly criticized
Hungary for failing to comply with the arrest warrant
issued against Netanyahu.

UKRAINE SAYS AGREEMENT WITH U.S. IS FIRST
STEP TOWARD MINING PARTNERSHIP

Ukraine announced on Thursday that Kyiv and Washington
have signed a memorandum of understanding as the first
step toward a deal to develop Ukraine’s mineral resources,
a project supported by U.S. President Donald Trump. The
two sides had been preparing to sign a natural resources
cooperation agreement back in February, but the process
was delayed after a tense Oval Office meeting between
Trump and Ukrainian President Volodymyr Zelenskyy tur-
ned into a shouting match. Following the signing, Ukraine’s
First Deputy Prime Minister and Economy Minister Yulia
Svyrydenko said on social media, “We are pleased to an-
nounce the agreement signed with our American partners.”
She added that the memorandum paves the way for a bro-
ader economic partnership agreement and the establish-
ment of an investment fund for Ukraine’s reconstruction.
The signing ceremony comes as Ukrainian officials seek to
repair relations with Washington following the Oval Office
incident, while also recognizing the country’s reliance on
U.S. support in its ongoing war with Russia, which launched
a full-scale invasion of Ukraine in 2022. Ukrainian officials
described the mining agreement as part of that broader
effort to secure continued American backing. Trump stated
that the full deal could be signed as early as next week,
although Ukrainian officials have not indicated a specific
timeline for its finalization.

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IRAQI AND SYRIAN LEADERS MEET IN QATAR,
MARKING A HISTORIC FIRST

According to Iragi and Syrian state news agencies, Iraqi
Prime Minister Mohammed Shia al-Sudani met on Thur-
sday in Qatar with Syrian President Ahmed al-Sharaa,
marking the first-ever direct meeting between the two
leaders. The talks were mediated by Qatar and atten-
ded by Emir Sheikh Tamim bin Hamad Al-Thani. The
meeting took place ahead of al-Sharaa’s expected par-
ticipation in the Arab Summit scheduled for May 17 in
Baghdad. Appointed as interim president in January,
al-Sharaa has pledged to form an inclusive transitional
government to lead Syria until elections, which he said
could take up to five years. In this context, Syria issued a
constitutional declaration laying the groundwork for the
transitional period. During Thursday’s meeting, al-Su-
dani called for the launch of a comprehensive political
process and emphasized the importance of preserving
Syria’s social, religious, and national diversity, especially
in the wake of last month’s attack on the Alawite com-
munity. The Iragi Prime Minister also stressed the need
for the new Syrian government to take serious steps in
the fight against Islamic State militants. He added that
progress on these issues could help strengthen relations
between Baghdad and Damascus. Both leaders agreed
on the importance of respecting each country’s sove-
reignty and rejecting all forms of external interference.

ICJ HEARS SUDAN CASE ACCUSING UAE OF
COMPLICITY IN GENOCIDE

The International Court of Justice (ICJ) will rule in the
coming weeks on whether the United Arab Emirates
(UAE) was complicit in genocide by arming the Rapid
Support Forces (RSF) militia during Sudan’s ongoing
civil war. The case was brought by Sudan. Last week,
Acting Justice Minister Muawia Osman told the world
court in The Hague that “without the UAE’s support—
including arms shipments to the RSF—the ongoing ge-
nocide in Sudan would not be possible.” Sudan is asking
ICJ judges to order the UAE to halt its alleged support
for the RSF and to pay “full reparations,” including com-
pensation for victims of the war. Representing the UAE,
senior foreign ministry official Reem Ketait rejected the
accusations in court, saying, “The idea that the UAE is
somehow a driving force behind this deplorable conflict
in Sudan could not be further from the truth. This case
is yet another example of the applicant misusing our
international institutions as a stage to attack the UAE.”
She described Sudan’s claims as “at best misleading
and at worst entirely fabricated.” The case could hin-
ge on a reservation the UAE made when it signed the
Genocide Convention in 2005. That reservation stated
that the UAE would not accept the ICJ’s jurisdiction to
resolve disputes under the treaty.

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RUSSIAN SUPREME COURT SUSPENDS BAN ON
AFGHANISTAN’S TALIBAN

The Russian Supreme Court has suspended its longs-
tanding ban on the Taliban, which it had designated as
a terrorist organization for over 20 years. The move is
seen as part of Moscow’s broader effort to normalize
relations with the de facto rulers of Afghanistan. Accor-
ding to Russia’s TASS news agency, Judge Oleg Nefedov
announced on Thursday that the decision, made at the
request of the Prosecutor General’s Office, would take
immediate effect. This development in favor of the Ta-
liban, who seized power in Afghanistan in 2021, comes
after years of gradual rapprochement between Moscow
and the group, despite a tumultuous history dating back
to the Afghan Civil War of the 1990s. In recent years,
shared security interests—particularly efforts to combat
the Islamic State’s Afghan affiliate ISKP—have brought
the two sides closer. Last year, President Vladimir Putin
referred to the Taliban as a “partner” in counterterro-
rism, and Russia’s ambassador in Kabul indicated that
plans were underway to remove the group from Russia’s
list of banned organizations. Moscow has hosted Tali-
ban officials at various forums in recent years and views
Afghanistan as a potential transit route for natural gas
exports to Southeast Asia. China, India, Saudi Arabia,
the United Arab Emirates, Qatar, and Iran are among the
countries maintaining embassies in Kabul. In 2023, Chi-
na became the first country to appoint an ambassador
to Afghanistan under Taliban rule.

BANGLADESH AND PAKISTAN RESUME TALKS
AFTER 15 YEARS, SEEK TO REPAIR STRAINED
RELATIONS

After 15 years of silence, officials from the foreign ministries
of Bangladesh and Pakistan resumed diplomatic talks on
Thursday as the two Muslim-majority South Asian count-
ries seek to ease longstanding tensions. The meeting took
place in Dhaka. The talks follow the ousting of former Pri-
me Minister Sheikh Hasina in August during a student-led
uprising. Under Hasina’s leadership, Bangladesh had signi-
ficantly deepened ties with neighboring India. However, re-
lations with India have since become strained. Banglades-
h’s interim leader, Nobel Peace Prize laureate Muhammad
Yunus, criticized India for sheltering Hasina and, after recei-
ving no favorable response, formally requested her extradi-
tion. Following Hasina’s departure, Bangladesh and Pakis-
tan resumed direct trade for the first time in years. Direct
flights between the two countries are expected to resume
soon, and visa procedures are set to be eased. Meanwhile,
India has suspended issuing visas to Bangladeshi citizens
except in emergency medical cases. After Thursday’s talks
between Bangladeshi Foreign Minister Jashim Uddin and
his Pakistani counterpart, Uddin said Bangladesh raised
several “historically unresolved issues,” including a formal
public apology from Pakistan for alleged atrocities com-
mitted by its troops during Bangladesh’s 1971 war of inde-
pendence.

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MARK RUTTE URGES ALLIES TO COMMIT MORE
FUNDS AND POLITICAL ENERGY TO NATO

NATO Secretary General Mark Rutte has called on the
alliance’s 32 member states to invest more funding,
equipment, and political will into the world’s largest mi-
litary alliance, as the U.S. pulls back from its leadership
role in European security. “To ensure that NATO remains
a vital source of military advantage for all our nations
in 2025, we must significantly increase our efforts. Our
freedom and prosperity depend on it,” Rutte wrote in
his annual report. NATO has faced internal strain since
U.S. Defense Secretary Pete Hegseth warned in Feb-
ruary that America’s security priorities lie elsewhere,
and that Europe must take greater responsibility for its
own defense—and for Ukraine. On Thursday, Rutte was
in Washington for talks with senior U.S. officials ahead
of a key summit in the Netherlands, scheduled for two
months from now, where President Donald Trump and
other NATO leaders are expected to meet. Leaders are
likely to agree on new defense spending rules at the
summit. In 2023, as Russia’s full-scale invasion of Ukrai-
ne entered its second year, NATO members agreed that
all allies should spend at least 2% of their GDP on de-
fense. According to estimates included in Rutte’s annual
report, 22 members met that target last year—slightly
down from the 23 who were reported to have met it the
year before.

TRUMP, IN RARE REBUKE OF PUTIN, TELLS RUS-
SIA TO “STOP!” AFTER DEADLY STRIKE ON KYIV

President Donald Trump issued a rare criticism of Russian Pre-
sident Vladimir Putin on Thursday, calling on him to “STOP!”
following deadly attacks on the Ukrainian capital of Kyiv. “l am
not pleased with Russia’s strikes on Kyiv. Unnecessary, and ter-
rible timing. Vladimir, STOP! 5,000 soldiers dying per week,”
Trump wrote in a post on his Truth Social platform. “Let’s make
a peace deal!” Russia launched a barrage of missiles and dro-
nes at Kyiv in an hours-long assault—the deadliest attack on
the city since last July—Kkilling at least 12 people and injuring 90
more. Frustration has been mounting for Trump as U.S.-led ef-
forts to broker a peace deal between Ukraine and Russia have
stalled. His remarks about Putin came just a day after he lashed
out at Ukrainian President Volodymyr Zelenskyy, accusing him
of prolonging the “field of death” by refusing to cede Russi-
an-occupied Crimea as part of a potential agreement. Russia
illegally annexed the peninsula in 2014. Calling the strike “ter-
rible timing,” Trump suggested that Putin had done himself
no favors by launching the attack while demanding that any
peace deal include recognition of Russian control over Crimea
as well as the Ukrainian regions of Luhansk, Donetsk, Zaporizh-
zhia, and Kherson—seized in the invasion launched in February
2022.

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AS WORLD LEADERS FLY TO ROME, THE VATI-
CAN PREPARES FOR POPE FRANCIS’ FUNERAL

As the Vatican makes final preparations for Pope Fran-
cis’ funeral on Friday, mourning crowds continue to line
up at St. Peter’s Basilica to pay their last respects to
the late pontiff, whose body lies in an open casket. Tens
of thousands have waited in long lines for hours to say
goodbye. The funeral ceremony will take place Satur-
day in St. Peter’s Square, with 50 heads of state and 10
monarchs expected to attend, including U.S. President
Donald Trump and Ukrainian President Volodymyr Ze-
lenskyy. Most of the dignitaries are scheduled to arrive
in Rome on Friday. Italian and Vatican authorities have
implemented tight security around St. Peter’s ahead of
the service. Drones have been banned, snipers stationed
on rooftops, and fighter jets placed on standby. Pope
Francis’ coffin will be closed at 8:00 p.m. local time in
a ceremony attended by senior cardinals. The “Rite of
the Sealing of the Coffin” will be led by Cardinal Ke-
vin Farrell, the Camerlengo, who oversees the Vatican’s
daily affairs until a new pope is elected. The first Latin
American pope in the Catholic Church’s history, Francis
died on Monday at the age of 88, less than a month after
being hospitalized for severe pneumonia.

TRUMP DENIES CHINA’S CLAIM THAT NO TRADE
TALKS ARE TAKING PLACE

President Donald Trump on Thursday rejected China’s
assertion that no trade talks were happening, insisting
that negotiations between the U.S. and China are on-
going despite Beijing’s denial amid the ongoing trade
war. “They had a meeting this morning,” Trump told
reporters, though he declined to specify who was in-
volved. “It doesn’t matter who they were—we’ll reveal
that later. But there were talks, and we are talking to
China.” Earlier in the day, China’s Foreign Ministry clai-
med no discussions were taking place, despite repeated
U.S. suggestions that engagement was underway. Mi-
nistry spokesperson Guo Jiakun told reporters at a press
briefing, “China and the U.S. are not in consultations or
negotiations over tariffs—let alone nearing any agree-
ment.” He dismissed reports suggesting otherwise as
“fake news.” A White House official, however, confirmed
that lower-level, in-person discussions between Ameri-
can and Chinese officials had taken place earlier in the
week, along with at least one phone call. The conflicting
statements from Washington and Beijing underscore
the confusion and communication breakdown that have
come to define the trade war—fueling global market vo-
latility and prolonging economic hardship on both sides.

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PALESTINIAN OFFICIALS VOTE TO ESTABLISH
VICE PRESIDENCY UNDER MAHMOUD ABBAS

The Palestine Liberation Organization (PLO) has an-
nounced the creation of a vice presidency under 89-ye-
ar-old leader Mahmoud Abbas, who has yet to name a
successor. Following a two-day meeting, the PLO’s Cent-
ral Council voted on Thursday to establish the position
of Vice President within the PLO Executive Committee.
This new role would also serve as Vice President of the
State of Palestine—a position in the government that
Palestinians hope will one day be fully recognized in-
ternationally. While expectations suggest that whoever
assumes this role could be Abbas’s successor, it remains
unclear when or how the position will be filled. The vice
president will be appointed by Abbas from among the
15 members of the PLO Executive Committee. The PLO
is recognized as the legitimate representative of the Pa-
lestinian people internationally and oversees the Wes-
tern-backed Palestinian Authority (PA), which exercises
limited self-rule in parts of the Israeli-occupied West
Bank. Abbas has led both the PLO and the Palestinian
Authority for nearly 20 years.

ARABIA A $100 BILLION ARMS PACKAGE

According to six sources with direct knowledge of the
matter speaking to Reuters, the United States is prepa-
ring to offer Saudi Arabia an arms package worth over
$100 billion, with the deal expected to be announced
during President Donald Trump’s visit to the Kingdom
in May. The proposed deal follows efforts by former Pre-
sident Joe Biden’s administration to finalize a defense
agreement with Riyadh as part of a broader initiative
to normalize Saudi-Israeli relations. Biden’s proposal
had offered access to more advanced U.S. weaponry in
exchange for Riyadh halting arms purchases from Chi-
na and restricting Chinese investments in the country.
It remains unclear whether Trump’s proposed package
includes similar conditions. The White House and Saudi
Arabia’s communications office did not respond imme-
diately to requests for comment. A U.S. defense offici-
al stated, “Our defense relationship with the Kingdom
of Saudi Arabia is stronger than ever under President
Trump’s leadership. Continued security cooperation
remains a key element of this partnership, and we will
continue working together to address their defense ne-
eds.” During his first term, Trump praised arms sales to
Saudi Arabia, citing their contribution to job creation in
the United States.

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INDIA AND PAKISTAN EDGE CLOSER TO CONFLI-
CT OVER KASHMIR ATTACK AS TIT-FOR-TAT MO-
VES ESCALATE

Nuclear rivals India and Pakistan have moved closer to
military confrontation following a series of tit-for-tat ac-
tions sparked by a deadly attack in disputed Kashmir.
Pakistan closed its airspace to Indian aircraft, while India
threatened to interfere with water supplies governed by
a decades-old agreement—an act Islamabad warned
could be considered a “cause for war.” Earlier this week,
Islamist militants killed 25 Indian tourists and one Nepali
citizen in one of the deadliest attacks targeting civilians
in the region in years. The attack prompted India to ac-
cuse Pakistan of sustaining “cross-border terrorism,” an
allegation Pakistan has firmly denied. In response, India
advised its citizens to return home from Pakistan, while
Pakistan expelled a number of Indian diplomats. The es-
calating retaliation has further strained diplomatic ties
between the two countries, which were already fragile.
Tensions had been simmering since India revoked Kas-
hmir’s semi-autonomous status in 2019, prompting Pa-
kistan to expel India’s envoy and refuse to send its own
high commissioner to Delhi.

RUSSIA UPGRADES AFGHAN DIPLOMATIC MiS-
SION IN MOSCOW TO EMBASSY STATUS

Following last week’s suspension of its ban on Taliban
activities, Russia announced on Wednesday that it has
upgraded Afghanistan’s diplomatic mission in Moscow
to the level of an embassy. According to a statement
from the Russian Foreign Ministry, the decision was con-
veyed during a meeting between Russian officials and
Afghanistan’s interim ministers of foreign affairs and
interior. The Russian delegation was represented by Za-
mir Kabulov, Russia’s Special Presidential Envoy for Afg-
hanistan, and Dmitry Zhirnov, Moscow’s ambassador to
Kabul. “The Afghan leadership expressed deep gratitu-
de for this step, which demonstrates our country’s sin-
cere and principled commitment to building a full-fled-
ged partnership,” the statement read. It also noted that
both sides discussed other current issues concerning bi-
lateral relations. Last Thursday, Russia’s Supreme Court
suspended its ban on Taliban activities—a ban that had
been in place since 2003 when the group was added
to Moscow’s list of banned terrorist organizations. The
move followed the adoption of legislation last Decem-
ber by Russian lawmakers to create a mechanism for
lifting restrictions on certain banned groups.

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NORTH KOREA CONFIRMS DEPLOYMENT OF
TROOPS TO SUPPORT RUSSIA IN UKRAINE WAR

On Monday, North Korea confirmed for the first time
that it has sent troops to support Russia in its war aga-
inst Ukraine, stating that the deployment was intended
to help Moscow retake the Kursk region, which Ukraini-
an forces had captured in a surprise offensive last year.
According to intelligence officials from the United Sta-
tes, South Korea, and Ukraine, Pyongyang sent approxi-
mately 10,000 to 12,000 soldiers to Russia last fall. This
marks North Korea’s first direct involvement in a major
armed conflict since the end of the Korean War in 1953.
Until now, the North had neither confirmed nor denied
the troop deployment. The statement came just two
days after Russia announced it had fully recaptured the
Kursk region — a claim Ukrainian officials have denied.
According to a statement issued by the North Korean
Central Military Commission via state media, leader Kim
Jong Un authorized the deployment of combat troops
under a mutual defense treaty signed with Russian Pre-
sident Vladimir Putin in June 2024. The treaty, conside-
red the most significant military pact between the two
countries since the end of the Cold War, obliges both
sides to provide immediate military assistance using all
available means in the event of an attack on either na-
tion.

POWER BEGINS TO RETURN AFTER MASSIVE
OUTAGE HITS SPAIN AND PORTUGAL

Electricity began to return late Monday to parts of the
Iberian Peninsula after a massive power outage brought
large areas of Spain and Portugal to a standstill—groun-
ding flights, halting public transportation, and forcing
hospitals to suspend routine operations. Spain’s Inte-
rior Ministry declared a national emergency, and both
governments convened emergency cabinet meetings.
Around 30,000 police officers were deployed across
Spain to maintain public order. Blackouts of this sca-
le are extremely rare in Europe. While the cause of the
outage remains unclear, Portuguese authorities sugges-
ted the issue originated in Spain, while Spanish officials
pointed to a disconnection in the power link with Fran-
ce. Portuguese Prime Minister Luis Montenegro said
there were “no signs” that the outage, which began at
approximately 10:33 a.m. local time, was caused by a
cyberattack. However, rumors of possible sabotage cir-
culated, and Spanish Prime Minister Pedro Sdnchez said
he had spoken with NATO Secretary-General Mark Rutte
about the incident. Sdnchez reported that the country
lost 15 gigawatts of power—equivalent to 60% of nati-
onal demand—within just five seconds. Technicians are
currently working to determine the exact cause of the
sudden drop in electricity generation.

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TRUMP SIGNS EXECUTIVE ORDER REQUIRING
LIST OF SANCTUARY CITIES AND STATES

According to the White House, President Donald Trump
signed two new executive orders on immigration Mon-
day afternoon—one targeting so-called “sanctuary ci-
ties” and the other aimed at strengthening law enfor-
cement. The first order is intended to “empower and
unleash America’s law enforcement to pursue criminals
and protect innocent citizens.” It instructs the Attorney
General to allocate resources for the legal defense of
officers who are “unfairly burdened with costs and lia-
bilities while performing their official duties.” The order
also calls for holding state and local officials “accoun-
table” if they “intentionally and unlawfully obstruct
criminal law enforcement.” The second order directly
targets sanctuary jurisdictions. It directs the Attorney
General and the Secretary of Homeland Security to
publish a list of state and local governments that “inter-
fere with the enforcement of federal immigration laws.”
The order also instructs federal agencies to identify fun-
ding that could be cut as a consequence of sanctuary
policies. Additionally, Trump signed a separate order
requiring commercial drivers, including truckers, to be
able to read and speak English. These executive actions
come less than a week after a federal judge ruled that
the Trump administration could not withhold federal
funds from cities and counties that pass laws limiting
cooperation with immigration authorities.

INDIA AND PAKISTAN CONTINUE CROSS-BOR-
DER FIRING ALONG KASHMIR FRONTIER

India and Pakistan exchanged fire for a fourth conse-
cutive night following last week’s deadly attack on tou-
rists in Indian-administered Kashmir. The Indian army
reported that it responded around midnight on Sunday
to “unprovoked small arms fire” from multiple Pakistani
military posts along the 740-kilometer (460-mile) de
facto border dividing the disputed region claimed by
both countries since their 1947 partition. The continuing
cross-border skirmishes have raised fears of a broader
military escalation between the nuclear-armed rivals.
Tensions surged after gunmen killed 26 people near the
popular resort town of Pahalgam in Muslim-majority
Kashmir last Tuesday. It marked the deadliest attack on
civilians in the region in over 25 years. The massacre
sparked grief and outrage in India, with New Delhi accu-
sing Pakistan of funding and supporting “cross-border
terrorism” in Kashmir. Islamabad denied any involve-
ment and called for an independent investigation. In the
wake of the attack, India launched a large-scale security
operation and identified two of the three suspects as
Pakistani nationals.

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SUDANESE PARAMILITARIES KILLED 31 CIVI-
LIANS IN OMDURMAN

Local health workers reported on Sunday that Sudanese
paramilitary forces executed at least 31 civilians, inclu-
ding children, in Omdurman, the twin city of the capital,
Khartoum. The Sudan Doctors’ Network described the
incident as “the largest documented massacre in the
area.” According to the network, the victims were targe-
ted by the Rapid Support Forces (RSF) after allegedly
being linked to the Sudanese army, which had recently
expelled the RSF from Khartoum and regained control
of large parts of central Sudan. Activists shared videos
on social media that purportedly show RSF personnel
in uniform firing at civilians in the Al-Salha neighborho-
od of Omdurman. Calling the attack a “war crime and a
crime against humanity,” the Sudan Doctors’ Network
urged the international community to take immediate
action to rescue civilians still trapped in Al-Salha. Sin-
ce April 15, 2023, the Sudanese army and the RSF have
been engaged in a brutal conflict that has killed tens of
thousands and displaced over 12 million people. While
the army currently controls most of the northern, eas-
tern, and central regions, the RSF maintains dominance
in much of the west and south. The RSF has previously
been accused of committing genocide in Darfur on be-
half of the Sudanese government.

MIGRANT BOAT SINKS OFF TUNISIAN COAST: AT
LEAST EIGHT DEAD, 29 RESCUED

A security official told Reuters on Monday that at least
eight African migrants had died and 29 others were res-
cued after their boat sank off the coast of Tunisia whi-
le en route to Europe. National security spokesperson
Houssem Eddine Jebabli stated that the boat sank off
the city of Abwabed, near Sfax—one of the main depar-
ture points frequently used by African migrants—and
that search efforts for possible missing persons were
ongoing. Tunisia is grappling with an unprecedented
migration crisis and has increasingly replaced Libya as
a key departure point for both Tunisians and other Afri-
cans seeking a better life in Europe.

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RISE IN ATTACKS SIGNALS JIHADIST RESURGEN-
CE IN NORTHEASTERN NIGERIA

Security experts warn that the surge in attacks by Boko
Haram and its rival faction, the Islamic State West Af-
rica Province (ISWAP), in northeastern Nigeria points
to a major jihadist resurgence. The groups are repor-
tedly deploying new tactics, including armed drones
and explosive devices placed along key roads. Over
the weekend, at least 22 people were killed in raids ac-
ross Adamawa and Borno states. On Monday, two car
bombs detonated in Borno, killing another 26 people.
Dozens more have died in jihadist attacks since Janu-
ary. In Borno—epicenter of the insurgency for more
than 15 years—Governor Babagana Zulum warned that
militants are making gains with minimal military resis-
tance. Experts link the renewed activity to a lull in figh-
ting between Boko Haram and ISWAP, along with the
adoption of aerial technologies by both groups. James
Barnett, a research fellow at the Hudson Institute con-
ducting fieldwork in Nigeria, stated, “Both groups have
grown bolder and demonstrated access to sophistica-
ted technologies.” Analysts suggest that ISWAP’s use of
armed drones may indicate increased financial backing
from the Islamic State. Last month, insurgents attacked
a military outpost near the Cameroonian border using
drones, killing multiple soldiers.

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PAKISTAN VOWS RETALIATION AFTER INDIAN
STRIKE THAT KILLED TOURISTS

India launched missile strikes on Pakistan and Pakis-
tan-administered Kashmir on Wednesday, and Pakistan
responded by claiming it shot down five Indian fighter
jets, vowing retaliation in what has become the worst
conflict between the nuclear-armed neighbors in over
two decades. India briefed more than a dozen foreign
diplomats in New Delhi, warning: “If Pakistan respon-
ds, India will respond too,” fueling fears of broader mi-
litary escalation in one of the world’s most volatile and
densely populated nuclear flashpoints. The escalation
comes at a fragile time for Pakistan’s $350 billion eco-
nomy, just as the country is emerging from a financial
crisis and seeking progress in its $7 billion loan program
with the International Monetary Fund (IMF). India said
it targeted nine “terrorist infrastructure” sites linked to
Islamist militants responsible for last month’s deadly
attack in Indian-controlled Kashmir, in which 25 Hindu
tourists and one local resident were killed. Pakistan re-
ported that at least 31 civilians were killed and 46 woun-
ded in the Indian strikes. A military spokesperson said
India had “unleashed a firestorm” in the region. The de-
ath toll also includes casualties from cross-border shel-
ling. Islamabad vowed to retaliate “at a time, place, and
manner of its choosing” in response to what it called a
blatant violation of its sovereignty and the killing of in-
nocent Pakistanis. Pakistan also firmly denied India’s ac-
cusations that terrorist camps are operating on its soil.

CARNEY TELLS TRUMP IN FIRST MEETING: “CA-
NADA IS NOT FOR SALE”

Canadian Prime Minister Mark Carney met with U.S. President
Donald Trump for the first time at the White House on Tuesday,
firmly declaring that “Canada is not for sale.” Carney, who won
the April 28 election on a promise to resist U.S. tariffs and talk
of annexation, said after the meeting that he had asked Trump
to stop publicly referring to Canada as the 51st state of the Uni-
ted States. Describing the meeting as “constructive,” Carney
said both sides would now begin serious discussions on estab-
lishing a new kind of relationship—one he insisted is necessary
after the recent tensions over trade tariffs. Trump also called
the meeting “great” and said he and Carney got along well:
“I think the relationship is going to be very strong.” Although
Carney has previously described Trump’s actions as a betrayal,
the two leaders showed little hostility during their public appe-
arance in the Oval Office, instead exchanging compliments in
front of reporters. Trump noted, “We’re not going to talk about
Canada becoming part of the United States—but it would be
a wonderful marriage.” Carney firmly rejected the idea of an-
nexation: “Canada is not for sale, and never will be.” To that,
Trump quipped, “Never say never.” Trade tensions were also
on the table. Carney said they would discuss “difficult points,”
referring to Trump’s belief—expressed at length during the me-
eting—that the U.S. no longer needs Canadian products.

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CONSERVATIVE LEADER MERZ OVERCOMES HIS-
TORIC DEFEAT TO BECOME GERMANY’S CHAN-
CELLOR

Conservative leader Friedrich Merz became Germany’s
next chancellor on Tuesday, greeted with applause and
a palpable sense of relief in parliament after overcoming
a historic first-round defeat that had threatened the new
government’s promise of stability. No postwar German
chancellor candidate had ever failed in the first round of
voting. The dramatic but short-lived setback sent sho-
ckwaves across Europe and rattled markets—the DAX
index of major German companies dropped as much
as 1.8% at one point. The secret-ballot defeat may un-
dermine Merz’s authority and complicate his coalition’s
agenda, which includes revitalizing a sluggish economy
and countering the rise of the far-right, anti-immigrant
Alternative for Germany (AfD) party. As the European
Union’s most populous member and its largest eco-
nomy, Germany remains the continent’s diplomatic and
economic heavyweight. Many hoped Merz’s rise would
help Europe take a firmer stance in the war in Ukraine
and adopt a more measured approach to U.S. President
Donald Trump’s combative trade policies.

ISRAEL BOMBS YEMEN’S HODEIDAH PORT AF-
TER ATTACK NEAR TEL AVIV AIRPORT

The Israeli military launched airstrikes on Yemen'’s Ho-
deidah port and a nearby cement factory, claiming the
sites were used to support Houthi operations against
Israel. According to Anees al-Asbahi, spokesperson for
the Houthi-run Health Ministry, at least 21 people were
wounded in Monday’s strikes. The Israeli military said its
fighter jets targeted infrastructure linked to the Houthis,
including a cement factory east of Hodeidah described
as “a significant economic resource” used in tunnel and
military construction. In a statement, the Israeli military
said, “The port of Hodeidah serves as a central hub for
the transfer of Iranian weapons and equipment for mi-
litary purposes.” This claim could not be independently
verified. Al Masirah TV, run by the Houthis, reported that
six Israeli strikes hit the Hodeidah port and blamed both
Israel and the United States. Axios cited a senior U.S.
official who said the strikes were coordinated betwe-
en Israel and the U.S. A U.S. defense official told Al Ja-
zeera, “U.S. forces did not participate in today’s Israeli
strikes on Yemen,” but did not rule out the possibility
of non-lethal support. The attack came in response to
a ballistic missile launched from Yemen on Sunday that
struck near Ben Gurion International Airport outside Tel
Aviv.

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TRUMP SAYS BOMBING IN YEMEN TO END FOL-
LOWING OMAN’S ENDORSEMENT OF US-HOUT-
HI CEASEFIRE

President Donald Trump announced that the United
States will halt its daily bombing campaign in Yemen,
following confirmation from Oman that it has brokered
a ceasefire between Washington and the Houthi rebel
group. Speaking at the White House on Tuesday during
a meeting with Canadian Prime Minister Mark Carney,
Trump said, “The Houthis have told us they no longer
want to fight. They simply don’t want war anymore,
and we will respect that—we will stop the bombings.”
Trump claimed that the Iran-backed group had “surren-
dered” and pledged not to attack maritime vessels. The
Houthis began targeting shipping routes shortly after
the war in Gaza escalated in October 2023, saying their
actions were in support of Palestinians. “I will take them
at their word, and we will immediately cease bombing
the Houthis,” Trump stated. Omani Foreign Minister
Badr Albusaidi confirmed the ceasefire in a statement
on X, saying: “Following recent discussions and commu-
nications conducted by the Sultanate of Oman in Sana’a
with US and relevant officials to reduce tensions, efforts
have led to a ceasefire agreement between both parties.
Moving forward, neither side will target the other in the
Red Sea and Bab el-Mandeb Strait, ensuring freedom of
navigation and the smooth flow of international ship-
ping.” Mohammed Ali al-Houthi, a member of the Hout-
his’ Supreme Political Council, posted on X: “Trump’s
announcement to halt aggression against Yemen will
first be tested on the ground.” He added that Houthi
operations were aimed at ending attacks on Gaza and
delivering aid, suggesting that strikes on Israel may still
continue.

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UKRAINIAN DRONES TARGET MOSCOW AS FO-
REIGN LEADERS ARRIVE FOR RED SQUARE PA-
RADE

Long-range Ukrainian drones targeted Moscow on Wed-
nesday, disrupting flights at the capital’s main airports
for a third consecutive day, just as Russia prepared to
host China’s president and other foreign dignitaries for
the annual Victory Day military parade on Red Square.
Russian flag carrier Aeroflot canceled more than 100 fli-
ghts to and from Moscow on Wednesday morning. An
additional 140 Aeroflot flights were delayed due to what
authorities described as the threat of Ukrainian drones
and heightened security measures surrounding the Vi-
ctory Day celebrations. Moscow Mayor Sergei Sobyanin
said that early Wednesday, Russian air defenses inter-
cepted nine drones aimed at the capital. Later in the
evening, he reported that 15 more drones were neut-
ralized as they approached Moscow, prompting further
flight restrictions at the city’s airports. Although Ukrai-
nian drones have previously targeted Moscow, the latest
wave of attacks appears aimed at disrupting preparati-
ons for the 80th anniversary of the Soviet Union’s vic-
tory over Nazi Germany in World War Il—Russia’s most
significant secular holiday. The repeated strikes could
undermine President Vladimir Putin’s message that the
war with Ukraine, now in its fourth year, is going well—
and risk embarrassing him in front of high-profile fore-
ign guests.

FRANCE’S MACRON CALLS ON EU TO END SAN-
CTIONS ON SYRIA

French President Emmanuel Macron said Wednesday that he
would urge the European Union to end sanctions on Syria
when they come up for renewal in June, and that he would also
pressure the United States to follow suit and keep troops in the
country to help stabilize it. Speaking with Syria’s interim presi-
dent Ahmed al-Sharaa—on his first visit to Europe since former
President Bashar al-Assad was ousted in December—Macron
emphasized the international community’s responsibility to
ease Syria’s economic hardship. “I told the President that if
things continue moving in the right direction, we will respond.
First, we will begin lifting EU sanctions gradually, and then we
will press our American partners to do the same,” Macron said.
He added that he would recommend allowing the EU sanctions
to expire on June 1. With the World Bank estimating Syria’s
reconstruction cost at over $250 billion, Sharaa is seeking the
easing of sanctions to revive an economy devastated by 14 ye-
ars of civil war. During this period, the U.S., EU, and UK have
imposed harsh sanctions targeting Assad’s regime. While the
EU has lifted some measures, others targeting individuals and
entities are set to expire next month. Renewing these sancti-
ons would require consensus among all 27 EU member states.
However, the bloc may choose a limited renewal or exempt key
institutions such as the Central Bank or agencies vital to eco-
nomic recovery.

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CARDINAL ROBERT FRANCIS PREVOST BECO-
MES FIRST AMERICAN POPE

American Cardinal Robert Francis Prevost has been
elected as the new pope of the Catholic Church. The
announcement was made by senior cardinal Dominique
Mamberti, who appeared on the balcony of St. Peter’s
Basilica to the cheers of thousands gathered in the squ-
are below. He proclaimed the traditional Latin words:
“Habemus Papam” — “We have a pope.” The 69-ye-
ar-old Chicago-born cardinal will take the name Leo
X1V, and in his first public address as pope, he greeted
the crowd with the words: “Peace be with you all.” Pope
Leo XIV was elected on the second day of the conclave,
shortly after 5:00 PM UK time on Thursday, when white
smoke rose from the Sistine Chapel chimney, signaling
that a new pope had been chosen. Around 133 cardinals
had gathered in Rome before being led into the Sistine
Chapel on May 7 to begin the secretive conclave. Before
entering, they handed over their phones and underwent
thorough sweeps for hidden cameras and recording de-
vices. The windows were sealed to block any external
communication and prevent drone surveillance. Each
cardinal took an oath of secrecy and remained inside
the Vatican until the new pope was elected.

CHINA RESPONDS CAUTIOUSLY TO PAUSE IN
U.S. TARIFF WAR

The 90-day pause in the U.S.-China tariff war has been
met with cautious optimism in Beijing, but tensions
remain high as President Xi Jinping once again accu-
sed the United States of “bullying.” Following two days
of talks in Geneva over the weekend, China and the
U.S. agreed to significantly reduce the punitive tariffs
they’ve imposed on each other for the next 90 days.
Under the agreement, U.S. tariffs on Chinese goods will
drop from 145% to 30%, while China’s retaliatory tariffs
on U.S. imports will be reduced from 125% to 10%. Blo-
omberg reported Tuesday that China will also lift its ban
on Boeing aircraft deliveries. President Donald Trump
hailed the talks as a “complete reset” of bilateral relati-
ons. However, China’s response made clear that Beijing
remains angry and continues to accuse Washington of
deliberately sowing economic chaos. Meeting with Latin
American leaders in Beijing on Tuesday, Xi stated that
“no one wins in trade wars,” and added, referring to the
U.S., “Bullying and hegemony will only lead to self-iso-
lation.” Later that afternoon, China’s Foreign Ministry
continued to condemn the “irrational” U.S. tariffs and
called on Washington to stop “smearing China” over the
fentanyl crisis. The imbalance between the 10% and 30%
tariff reductions stems from a separate 20% U.S. tariff,
which Washington says is tied to Beijing’s alleged failure
to curb exports of chemicals used in fentanyl producti-
on—a claim China denies. Chinese officials have repea-
tedly stated that while they oppose all tariffs and seek
to avoid a destructive trade war, they are “ready to fight
to the end” if necessary.

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FIRST DIRECT TALKS BETWEEN MOSCOW AND
KYIV IN THREE YEARS TO BEGIN IN TURKEY

Just hours after Ukraine and several European countries
called on Moscow to accept a full and unconditional 30-
day ceasefire starting Monday, Russian President Vladi-
mir Putin proposed direct negotiations with Kyiv during
a speech at the Kremlin. In response, Ukrainian Presi-
dent Volodymyr Zelensky expressed his willingness to
meet with Putin in Turkey. However, late Wednesday,
the Kremlin announced that Putin would not attend the
talks. Instead, Russia’s delegation will be led by former
culture minister Vladimir Medinsky, a hardliner who also
led the failed negotiations in 2022. The Kremlin had
been refusing to confirm who would travel to Istanbul
for several days. NATO member Turkey has tried to
maintain balanced relations with both of its Black Sea
neighbors since the start of the Russian invasion and
previously hosted two rounds of peace talks. In March
2022, Moscow and Kyiv representatives met in Istanbul
to discuss a draft proposal to end the war. Since then,
contact between the warring sides has been minimal,
focused mainly on humanitarian issues such as priso-
ner exchanges and the repatriation of soldiers’ remains.
Russia insists that any negotiations must address what
it calls the “root causes” of the conflict—vague terms
like the “denazification” and “demilitarization” of Uk-
raine. Moscow also continues to demand that Ukraine
cede the territories occupied by Russian forces. Kyiv
has firmly stated it will never recognize these areas as
Russian. However, Zelensky has acknowledged that the
return of these regions can only be achieved through
diplomatic means. Despite these developments, the two
sides remain far from reaching even a basic ceasefire
agreement.

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EU AGREES ON NEW SANCTIONS AGAINST RUS-
SIA, THREATENS MORE IF PUTIN REJECTS CEA-
SEFIRE

The European Union has agreed to a new round of
sanctions against Russia—the 17th package since Feb-
ruary 2022—and warned that another set will follow if
the Kremlin continues to reject the 30-day unconditi-
onal ceasefire proposed by the White House and the
“Coalition of the Willing.” The move came shortly after
Ukrainian President Volodymyr Zelenskyy publicly invi-
ted Russian President Vladimir Putin to engage in direct
peace talks in Turkey, in a format endorsed by Donald
Trump. So far, the Kremlin has not confirmed whether
Putin will actually travel to Istanbul. “If Putin refuses to
show up and chooses to play games, | believe that will
be the final proof that he does not want to end this war,”
Zelenskyy said. The preliminary agreement on the sanc-
tions package was reached Wednesday morning during
a meeting of EU ambassadors and is expected to be
formally approved by EU foreign ministers next week.
Hungary, which had previously threatened to block san-
ctions renewals twice this year, did not object this time.
Diplomats noted that behind-the-scenes negotiations
among member states proceeded without major disag-
reements—suggesting the new measures may have li-
mited scope. “This war must end. We will keep the pres-
sure high,” said European Commission President Ursula
von der Leyen. Once again, the primary target of the
sanctions is Russia’s “shadow fleet”—a network of ves-
sels allegedly used to circumvent Western oil restricti-
ons and sustain revenue critical to financing its full-scale
invasion of Ukraine.

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GERMANY’S MERZ VOWS TO BUILD EUROPE’S
STRONGEST MILITARY

German Chancellor Friedrich Merz pledged on Wed-
nesday that Germany would take greater responsibility
for Europe’s defense by building the EU’s most power-
ful military force. “The federal government will provide
all the necessary funding for the Bundeswehr to beco-
me Europe’s strongest conventional army,” Merz told
the Bundestag in a major address. “This is more than
fitting for the continent’s most populous and econo-
mically powerful nation. Our friends and partners not
only expect this from us—they demand it.” His remarks
came after Merz initiated a historic reversal in German
fiscal policy, including a major loosening of the countr-
y’s constitutional debt brake, which could unlock hund-
reds of billions of euros in defense spending. Some of
that funding may also be directed toward military aid
for Ukraine. Merz emphasized that strengthening the
military is aimed at deterrence, not aggression. “Our
goal is to become a country—and a Europe—so strong
that we never have to use our weapons,” the new chan-
cellor said. He also reaffirmed Germany’s commitment
to supporting Ukraine, which it currently backs as the
second-largest provider of military aid after the United
States. “There should be no doubt where we stand. We
are unconditionally on the side of the Ukrainian people,”
he declared. Merz further warned of the “deep concern”
in Berlin over growing ties between Beijing and Mos-
cow, and said Germany would make a strong case for
China to play a constructive role in resolving the war in
Ukraine. Since Russia’s full-scale invasion of Ukraine in
2022, Germany has significantly increased its defense
spending. Still, the Bundeswehr remains in urgent need
of investment after decades of post-Cold War disarma-
ment and austerity.

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TRUMP MEETS SYRIAN PRESIDENT, URGES NOR-
MALIZATION WITH ISRAEL

U.S. President Donald Trump met with Syrian interim
President Ahmed al-Sharaa on Wednesday in Saudi
Arabia, encouraging him to normalize relations with
Israel, just after announcing that the U.S. would lift all
sanctions on Syria’s Islamist-led government. The unex-
pected meeting marked a significant shift, as Washin-
gton had long designated Sharaa’s administration—a
group that once pledged allegiance to al-Qaeda—as
a terrorist organization. Speaking to reporters, Trump
said Sharaa expressed willingness to join the Abraham
Accords, a U.S.-brokered initiative signed in 2020 by the
United Arab Emirates, Bahrain, and Morocco to norma-
lize relations with Israel. Syrian officials also signaled
openness to normalization under the “right conditions.”
“I told him, ‘I hope when things settle down, you’ll join,”
Trump said. “He said, ‘Yes.” But they have a lot of work to
do,” according to a White House pool report. Saudi state
television broadcast images of the two leaders shaking
hands in the presence of Crown Prince Mohammed bin
Salman. Trump described the meeting as “wonderful”
and called Sharaa “a young, dynamic man with a very
strong background.” Following the meeting, Trump tra-
veled to Qatar, where he oversaw the signing of a new
deal for the Gulf nation to purchase jets from U.S. manu-
facturer Boeing. He did not mention Qatar’s controver-
sial separate proposal to donate one of the jets for use
as the official U.S. presidential aircraft—a gesture that
has raised ethical and security concerns in Washington.
Trump emphasized that lifting sanctions would support
Syria’s post-war reconstruction efforts after more than
a decade of civil conflict.

ISRAELI AIRSTRIKES KILL AT LEAST 70 IN GAZA,
INCLUDING 22 CHILDREN, HEALTH OFFICIALS
SAY

Israeli airstrikes struck northern and southern Gaza
on Wednesday, killing at least 70 people, including 22
children, according to hospitals and the Gaza Health Mi-
nistry. The attacks came just one day after Israeli Prime
Minister Benjamin Netanyahu declared that it would be
“impossible” to stop the military campaign before Ha-
mas is defeated. In the area around Jabalia in northern
Gaza alone, at least 50 people—among them 22 child-
ren—were killed, health officials reported. The strikes
followed Hamas'’s release of an Israeli-American hosta-
ge on Monday, a move that some believed might pave
the way for a ceasefire. At the same time, U.S. President
Donald Trump was visiting Saudi Arabia during his mul-
ti-day tour of Gulf nations. The Israeli military declined
to comment on the strikes but had warned Jabalia re-
sidents late Tuesday to evacuate, citing alleged militant
infrastructure in the area, including rocket launchers. In
Jabalia, rescue workers using hand tools and lit only by
cell phone flashlights pulled children’s bodies from be-
neath slabs of collapsed concrete. Eyewitnesses descri-
bed scenes of chaos and silence amid the rubble. In re-
marks published Tuesday by the prime minister’s office,
Netanyahu stated that Israeli forces would soon enter
Gaza “with great force to complete the mission... whi-
ch means destroying Hamas.” There had been growing
international hope that Trump’s visit to the Middle East
could lead to a ceasefire deal or the renewal of humani-
tarian aid to Gaza, where Israel’s blockade is now in its
third month.

Bu acik-
lama, Hindistan ve Pakistan arasinda gerilimin tirman-
masinin ardindan Modi’nin ilk kez kamuoyuna yaptigi
konusmada geldi. Cumartesi giind, her iki tarafin da bir-
birlerinin askeri Uslerine ve havaalanlarina flize firlattigi
catismalar, savasin esigine gelindigi yonundeki kaygilari
artirmisti. ABD Baskani Donald Trump, ayni gtin taraflar
arasinda ateskese varildigini duyurarak iki nikleer glc
arasinda tam kapsamli bir savasa dontsebilecek sire-
cin 6nune gecildigini acikladi. Hindistan, Nisan ayinda
Hindistan kontroliindeki Kesmir’de dizenlenen ve bir-
cok kisinin hayatini kaybettigi militan saldiriya misilleme
olarak carsamba glni Pakistan topraklarina ilk saldiri-
sini gerceklestirmisti. Sonrasinda her iki taraf arasinda
insansiz hava araci saldirilari, fize atislari ve tartismall
Kesmir siniri boyunca yogun bombardimanlar yasandi.
Trump ve Pakistanli yetkililer, saatler stiren mizakerele-
rin ardindan saglanan ateskeste rol oynayan ABD Disis-
leri Bakani Marco Rubio ve Baskan Yardimcisi JD Vance’e
tesekkir etti. Ancak Modi, ABD’nin bu sirecteki roliine
deginmedi. Aksine, Hindistan’in tutumunu yineleyerek,
ateskes talebinin Pakistan’dan geldigini ve uluslararasi
destegdi arayan tarafin da Pakistan oldugunu soyledi.

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MODI SAYS INDIA HAS ONLY “PAUSED” MILI-
TARY OPERATIONS AGAINST PAKISTAN

Indian Prime Minister Narendra Modi stated that India
has merely “paused” its military operations against Pa-
kistan and will respond to any future aggression “on its
own terms,” following a ceasefire between the two na-
tions over the weekend. In his first public remarks since
hostilities between India and Pakistan escalated—culmi-
nating in mutual missile strikes on military bases and
airfields on Saturday—Modi warned that “India is wat-
ching every move Pakistan makes.” On Saturday, U.S.
President Donald Trump announced a ceasefire betwe-
en the two nuclear-armed neighbors, easing fears that
the conflict might spiral into a full-scale war for the first
time in decades. India launched its first strike on Pakis-
tan on Wednesday in retaliation for a deadly militant
attack in Indian-administered Kashmir in April, which it
blamed on Pakistan-backed terrorist groups. The days
that followed saw drone and missile strikes from both si-
des, as well as heavy shelling along the disputed border
in Kashmir. Both Trump and Pakistani officials credited
U.S. Secretary of State Marco Rubio and Vice President
JD Vance for their roles in negotiating the ceasefire,
expressing gratitude after hours of intensive diplomacy.
Modi, however, made no mention of Washington’s invol-
vement. Instead, he repeated India’s official stance: that
it was Pakistan who first reached out for a ceasefire and
sought help from the international community.

TWO ISRAELI EMBASSY STAFF KILLED IN WAS-
HINGTON SHOOTING

Two employees of the Israeli Embassy in Washington
were killed Wednesday evening in a shooting near the
Capital Jewish Museum, according to authorities. Police
Chief Pamela Smith said the suspect was apprehended
at the scene and, upon arrest, shouted, “Free, free Pa-
lestine!” Smith added that the suspect directed officers
to where he had thrown his weapon, which was later re-
covered. The shooter was identified as 30-year-old Elias
Rodriguez from Chicago. Witnesses said he entered the
museum Vvisibly distressed after the attack, and some
people assisted him without realizing he was the sus-
pect. He was initially detained by museum security. The
museum is located just steps away from the FBI field
office in downtown Washington. The victims—a man
and a woman—were shot around 9:00 PM local time
(3:00 AM CEST) as they were leaving a museum event
organized to support Gazans. One victim died at the
scene; the other was transported in critical condition
to a local hospital but could not be saved. Israel’s am-
bassador to the U.S., Yechiel Leiter, said the two victims
were a young couple who were about to get engaged.
“He bought a ring this week and was planning to pro-
pose in Jerusalem next week,” Leiter said. Former Israeli
Ambassador Mike Herzog told Israel Army Radio that
the woman was a U.S. citizen working at the embassy,
while the man was an Israeli national. The victims were
later identified as Yaron Lischinsky, an embassy analyst,
and Sarah Milgrim, who worked in the embassy’s public
diplomacy department.

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ROMANIA’S TOP COURT REJECTS FAR-RIGHT
CANDIDATE’S BID TO OVERTURN ELECTION

Romania’s highest court unanimously rejected far-right
candidate George Simion’s request to annul Sunday’s
presidential runoff election, citing his claims of foreign
interference as unfounded. In a statement issued Thur-
sday, the court said, “After deliberation, the Constitu-
tional Court unanimously rejected the request on the
grounds that it was unsubstantiated,” adding that the
decision is final and that the full reasoning would be
published at a later date. Simion, a nationalist firebrand
known for opposing military aid to Ukraine, criticizing
the EU, and openly supporting Donald Trump, lost to
centrist Bucharest Mayor Nicusor Dan by a margin of
53.6% to 46.4%. He filed his petition on Tuesday, two
days after conceding defeat. Following the court’s an-
nouncement, Simion wrote on social media: “The Cons-
titutional Court has upheld the coup! All we can do is
fight! | urge you to join me today and, in the weeks, to
come.” While Simion acknowledged the accuracy of
the vote count, he alleged that France and Moldova or-
chestrated a coordinated effort to manipulate institu-
tions, steer media narratives, and impose an outcome
that did not reflect the will of the Romanian people. The
election was a repeat of last November’s vote, which
had been annulled over evidence of campaign finan-
ce violations and what officials described as a “major
Russian interference campaign.” The initial cancellation
drew criticism from conservatives, including members
of the U.S. administration.

NETANYAHU SAYS ISRAEL WILL FULLY CONTROL
GAZA AFTER CURRENT MILITARY OPERATION

Israeli Prime Minister Benjamin Netanyahu declared on
Wednesday that the war in Gaza will continue until Hamas
is disarmed and the entire Palestinian territory is under Is-
raeli control. Speaking at a press conference in Jerusalem,
Netanyahu outlined three main conditions for ending the
war: “All hostages must return home, Hamas must lay down
its arms, and relinquish power.” He stated that Hamas lea-
ders must leave Gaza and that Israel would ensure the full
demilitarization of the region. Once these conditions are
met, he said, Israel would proceed with implementing U.S.
President Donald Trump’s proposed plan for Gaza. “We will
implement Trump’s plan. It’s a good plan, clear and impa-
ctful. It simply means that civilians who want to leave Gaza
may do so.” Trump had previously floated the idea of re-
settling Gaza’s entire population elsewhere, a proposal that
was widely condemned by countries asserting that Gaza
belongs to the Palestinian people and should remain so.
Netanyahu also expressed openness to a temporary cea-
sefire with Hamas in order to secure the release of rema-
ining hostages. According to Israeli intelligence, 20 of the
58 hostages still held by Hamas are believed to be alive.
The Israeli leader also criticized countries that oppose Isra-
el’s actions in Gaza: “The war will end only when Hamas is
destroyed. Those who disapprove of our war should know
they are siding with the terrorists.”

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MODI SAYS PAKISTAN WILL NO LONGER RECEI-
VE WATER FROM RIVERS INDIA RIGHTFULLY
OWNS

Pakistani access to water from Indian rivers will be
halted, Indian Prime Minister Narendra Modi decla-
red on Thursday—one month after a deadly attack in
Indian-administered Kashmir prompted New Delhi to
suspend a landmark water-sharing treaty between the
two countries. The Indus Waters Treaty, brokered by the
World Bank in 1960, was among a series of retaliatory
measures India announced following the April 22 attack
that killed 26 people, mostly Hindu tourists. India has
blamed Pakistan for supporting the attackers—an accu-
sation Islamabad denies. The nuclear-armed neighbors
entered one of their worst military escalations in deca-
des before agreeing to a ceasefire on May 10. “Pakistan
will pay a heavy price for every terrorist attack... The
Pakistani military will pay, and the Pakistani economy
will pay,” Modi said at a public rally in the northwestern
state of Rajasthan near the Pakistani border. The tre-
aty governs the flow of three rivers that supply water
to around 80% of Pakistan’s farmland. However, Pakis-
tan’s finance minister stated earlier this month that the
suspension would have “no immediate effect.” India
and Pakistan have had a tense relationship since their
partition in 1947 and have fought three wars—primarily
over the disputed Kashmir region, which both countries
claim in full but govern in part. New Delhi also accuses
Islamabad of supporting Islamist insurgents fighting
Indian forces in its part of Kashmir, a charge Pakistan
denies. Since the April attack, both sides have imposed
punitive measures, including suspending trade, closing
land borders, and halting most visa services.

KIM JONG UN CONDEMNS WARSHIP ACCIDENT
AS A “CRIMINAL ACT”

A major accident occurred on Wednesday during the la-
unch of a new North Korean warship attended by leader
Kim Jong Un, and state media KCNA reported that he
denounced the mishap as an “intolerable criminal act.”
Kim, who witnessed the failed launch of the 5,000-ton
destroyer, said the accident was caused by “careless-
ness” that damaged the nation’s dignity. He ordered the
ship to be repaired before the ruling party’s meeting in
June, according to KCNA. The report did not state whet-
her there were any casualties. Military analysts believe
the incident happened during a side-launch maneuver,
which is particularly risky for a vessel of that size—es-
pecially in a country like North Korea, which faces se-
rious technical and financial limitations. The accident
reportedly took place in front of a large crowd at the
port of Chongjin in the northeast, potentially causing
significant public embarrassment for Kim. KCNA said
the destroyer lost balance during the launch, resulting in
major damage to its lower hull. No further details were
provided about the extent of the damage.

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FORMER UKRAINIAN POLITICIAN SHOT DEAD
OUTSIDE HIS CHILDREN’S SCHOOL IN MADRID

A former Ukrainian politician who served as a senior
aide to the pro-Russian ex-president was shot dead
on Wednesday morning outside his children’s school
in the upscale Madrid suburb of Pozuelo de Alarcén. In
the latest act of violence to shake Spain since Russia’s
invasion of Ukraine, Andriy Portnov was gunned down
as he approached his black Mercedes-Benz outside the
American School of Madrid. According to officials, se-
veral assailants shot him in the back and head before
fleeing into a nearby wooded area. A source from Spa-
in’s Interior Ministry described the attack as appearing
organized and professional. Local media reported that
Portnov had dropped his children off at school about
30 minutes before the shooting. Police sources told El
Pais that he had two daughters enrolled at the school.
Widely seen as a pro-Russian political figure, the 52-ye-
ar-old Portnov served as a member of the Ukrainian
parliament in the 2000s before becoming deputy head
of the presidential administration under Viktor Yanu-
kovych, a close ally of Vladimir Putin. Portnov played a
key role in drafting legislation that targeted protesters
during Ukraine’s 2014 uprising, which ultimately led to
Yanukovych’s ousting. Following the revolution, Portnov
fled Ukraine. He was reported to have lived in Russia in
2015 and later relocated to Austria. In recent years, he
had been the subject of several investigations.

CHINA SAYS TRUMP’S “GOLDEN DOME” MISSILE
DEFENSE PLAN RISKS TURNING SPACE INTO A
BATTLEFIELD

China warned on Wednesday that the Trump administration’s
plan to build a so-called “Golden Dome” missile defense system
to shield the United States from missile attacks carries “strong
offensive capabilities” and raises the risks of a global arms
race and the militarization of space. President Donald Trump
announced on Tuesday that his administration had “formally
selected an architecture” for the cutting-edge system and that
an initial $25 billion in funding had been included in a budget
package currently under review in Congress. “Obsessed with
pursuing absolute security for itself under its ‘America First’
policy, the United States is disregarding the principle that the
security of all nations should not be undermined. This jeopar-
dizes global strategic balance and stability. China is seriously
concerned about this,” Chinese Foreign Ministry spokesperson
Mao Ning said during a regular briefing in Beijing, according
to multiple international news agencies. Ning added that the
White House’s plan “increases the risk of turning space into a
battlefield, fuels an arms race, and undermines international
security.” She urged Washington to “abandon the development
and deployment of a global missile defense system as soon as
possible.” For years, the U.S. military has accused China and
Russia of deploying weapons in space, with reports suggesting
everything from laser systems to Chinese satellites capable of
disabling or capturing American space assets. Last year, the
U.S. warned Russia against deploying a nuclear-capable an-
ti-satellite weapon that analysts believe could remain dormant
in orbit and then emit a blast disabling all nearby satellites.

TRUMP CONFRONTS SOUTH AFRICA’S RAMAP-
HOSA OVER WHITE GENOCIDE CLAIMS

U.S. President Donald Trump confronted South Afri-
can President Cyril Ramaphosa on Wednesday during
a tense White House meeting, raising claims of “white
genocide” and land seizures—echoing the ambush-like
tone of his February encounter with Ukrainian Presi-
dent Volodymyr Zelenskyy. South Africa has one of the
world’s highest murder rates, though the overwhelming
majority of victims are Black. Ramaphosa had hoped
to use Wednesday’s meeting to reset relations with the
U.S. after Trump canceled much-needed aid, granted
asylum to white South Africans, expelled South Africa’s
ambassador, and criticized the country’s genocide case
against Israel. Ramaphosa arrived well-prepared, brin-
ging along popular white South African golfers as part
of his delegation and signaling his desire to focus on
trade. The U.S. is South Africa’s second-largest trading
partner, and the country currently faces a potential 30%
import tariff under Trump’s suspended trade regime.
But Trump launched into a carefully staged Oval Office
confrontation, quickly pivoting to his concerns about
the treatment of white South Africans. He played a vi-
deo and sifted through a stack of printed news articles
that he claimed backed his accusations, ending the me-
eting with a media-driven flourish.

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MERZ SAYS UKRAINE AND GERMANY WILL
JOINTLY PRODUCE LONG-RANGE MISSILES

German Chancellor Friedrich Merz announced on Wed-
nesday that Germany and Ukraine aim to jointly develop
the industrial production of long-range missiles, while
also pledging to increase pressure on Russia over its in-
vasion of Ukraine. Speaking during Ukrainian President
Volodymyr Zelenskyy’s visit to Berlin, Merz said his go-
vernment would not impose any range restrictions on
the missiles, which could be produced in both Ukraine
and Germany. At a joint press conference with Zelensk-
vy, Merz stated, “We want to make long-range weapons
possible. At the same time, we want to enable joint pro-
duction. We will not discuss the details publicly, but we
will deepen our cooperation.” Zelenskyy said the two le-
aders had agreed to cooperate on weapons production
in Ukraine, including drones. He added that government
officials had signed agreements concerning the const-
ruction and development of production facilities. “The-
se new projects are already underway,” Zelenskyy said.
“We only want them to reach the quantities we need.”
Zelenskyy’s visit to Germany comes after Ukrainian and
Russian officials held face-to-face negotiations earlier
this month under pressure from U.S. President Donald
Trump to end the war. However, the talks did not produ-
ce a ceasefire agreement, and over the weekend, Russia
launched three consecutive nights of heavy airstrikes on
Ukraine. Speaking to reporters, Zelenskyy also said that
Moscow had amassed 50,000 troops near Ukraine’s
northern Sumy region.

U.S. AMBASSADOR’S RESIDENCE REOPENS IN
SYRIA AMID WARMING RELATIONS WITH DA-
MASCUS

In a sign of growing ties between Washington and the new
Syrian government, the American flag was raised Thursday
in front of the long-closed U.S. ambassador’s residence in
Damascus. Tom Barrack, the U.S. Ambassador to Turkey and
also serving as Special Envoy for Syria, visited the Syrian ca-
pital for the reopening ceremony. During his visit, Barrack
met with Syrian President Ahmad al-Sharaa and attended the
signing of a major energy project aimed at reviving much of
the country’s war-damaged power grid. The agreement in-
volves a consortium of Qatari, Turkish, and American com-
panies developing a 5,000-megawatt energy initiative. Led
by Qatar-based UCC Concession Investments, the consortium
includes Power International USA and two Turkish firms—Kal-
yon GES Enerji Yatirimlari and Cengiz Enerji. The project will
include four combined-cycle gas turbine plants (estimated
total capacity of 4,000 megawatts) and a 1,000-megawatt
solar power facility. While the U.S. embassy in Damascus re-
mains officially closed since its shutdown in 2012—following
the Assad regime’s violent crackdown on protests that spi-
raled into civil war—Barrack’s visit and the flag-raising mark
a notable warming of diplomatic relations between the two
nations.

ISRAEL ACCEPTS U.S. PROPOSAL FOR TEMPO-
RARY CEASEFIRE IN GAZA

The White House announced on Thursday that Israel
has accepted a U.S. proposal for a temporary ceasefire
with Hamas. Steve Witkoff, President Donald Trump’s
special envoy, expressed optimism earlier this week
about reaching an agreement that would halt the Isra-
el-Hamas war and secure the return of more hostages
kidnapped during the initial assault that triggered the
conflict. White House Press Secretary Karoline Leavitt
told reporters that Israel “supports and stands behind”
the new proposal. While Witkoff did not publicly disc-
lose the details of the proposal, a Hamas official and an
Egyptian official independently confirmed key aspects,
speaking on condition of anonymity due to the sensiti-
vity of the negotiations. According to these officials, the
proposal includes a 60-day halt in hostilities, the launch
of serious negotiations toward a long-term truce, and a
guarantee that Israel will not resume attacks after the
release of hostages—as occurred following the previous
ceasefire in March. Israeli forces would withdraw to the
positions they held during that earlier truce. During the
60-day pause, Hamas would release 10 living hostages
and return the remains of others in exchange for more
than 1,100 Palestinians held in Israeli prisons—including
100 who were convicted for deadly attacks. In addition,
hundreds of aid trucks carrying food and humanitarian
supplies would be allowed into Gaza each day. Experts
say the nearly three-month Israeli blockade—though sli-
ghtly eased in recent days—has pushed the population
to the brink of survival.

FEDERAL JUDGES RULE TRUMP’S TARIFFS CAN
REMAIN IN EFFECT—FOR NOW

A federal appeals court has ruled that Donald Trump’s
sweeping international tariffs can remain in place for now,
just one day after a panel of three judges found that the
former president had overstepped his authority. The Court
of Appeals for the Federal Circuit (CAFC) said that, whi-
le the government’s appeal is under review, the President
may continue to collect tariffs under emergency powers.
The decision came after the U.S. Court of International Tra-
de ruled that only Congress, not the President, holds the
constitutional power to impose taxes and tariffs on foreign
goods. The three-judge panel also said Trump had excee-
ded his authority under the 1977 International Emergency
Economic Powers Act (IEEPA). The CAFC has given the tra-
de court and the Trump administration deadlines of June
5 and June 9, respectively, to respond. Posting on Truth
Social, Trump called the trade court’s ruling a “horrible, na-
tion-threatening decision,” and said he hoped the Supreme
Court would overturn it “SWIFTLY and DECISIVELY.” After
questioning the appointment of the three judges and clai-
ming the decision was based entirely on “TRUMP hatred,”
he added: “We must not let the backroom crooks destroy
our Nation!”

TRUMP AIMS TO SURPASS HIS FIRST-TERM ARMS
SALES TO TAIWAN

The United States plans to increase arms sales to Ta-
iwan beyond the levels reached during Donald Trump’s
first term, as part of an effort to deter growing Chinese
military pressure on the democratic island, according to
two U.S. officials. If approved, the move could ease con-
cerns about Trump’s commitment to Taiwan. However,
it may also introduce a new source of friction in alre-
ady tense U.S.-China relations. Speaking on condition
of anonymity, the officials said they expect arms sales
approvals to Taipei over the next four years to surpass
those during Trump’s previous term — and one of them
noted that such notifications would “easily exceed” the
earlier figure. They also claimed that the U.S. is pres-
suring members of Taiwan’s opposition parties not to
block government efforts to raise defense spending to
3% of the island’s GDP. According to Reuters calcula-
tions, Trump approved approximately $18.3 billion in
arms sales to Taiwan during his first term, while under
President Joe Biden, the figure was about $8.4 billion.
Despite lacking formal diplomatic ties, Washington re-
mains Taiwan’s most important international backer and
arms supplier. Yet in Taiwan — which China claims as its
own — there are growing concerns that Trump may be
less committed to the island than previous U.S. presi-
dents. Such concerns were fueled by Trump’s campaign
remarks suggesting Taiwan should pay for its defense
and accusing the island of “stealing” American semi-
conductor jobs.

SIDI OULD TAH ELECTED AS PRESIDENT OF THE
AFRICAN DEVELOPMENT BANK

The African Development Bank elected Mauritanian econo-
mist Sidi Ould Tah as its new president on Thursday afterno-
on, following three rounds of voting. The election took place
at the conclusion of the bank’s annual meetings in Abidjan,
Céte d’lvoire. Tah, the former head of the Arab Bank for Eco-
nomic Development in Africa (BADEA), defeated his closest
rival, Zambian World Bank Vice President Samuel Maimbo. He
will succeed incumbent president Akinwumi Adesina, whose
second five-year term ends in September. The newly elected
president will become the ninth head of the 60-year-old deve-
lopment finance institution, which has a broad ownership stru-
cture. The bank is backed by 54 African countries, as well as
G7 members including the United States and Japan. Its largest
shareholder is Nigeria. The bank is responsible for financing
many large-scale infrastructure projects across the continent,
using resources in part from the African Development Fund
(ADF). International partners replenish the ADF every three
years, with the next round of financing set to begin this No-
vember. However, the Trump administration’s decision to cut
U.S. contributions to the AfDB by $555 million (£411 million), in
an effort to focus on domestic priorities, means the bank will
need to find creative ways to do more with less—or to attra-
ct new donors. According to outgoing president Adesina, the
AfDB’s current capital base stands at $318 billion.

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AS RFK JR VISITS BUENOS AIRES, ARGENTINA
CONFIRMS ITS DECISION TO WITHDRAW FROM
WHO

Argentina has formally confirmed its decision to withd-
raw from the World Health Organization (WHO) during
a visit to Buenos Aires by U.S. Health Secretary Robert
F. Kennedy Jr. The withdrawal was first announced in
February by Argentine President Javier Milei, following
the lead of his U.S. counterpart Donald Trump, who had
declared in January that the United States would also
exit the organization. In a statement released on Mon-
day, Milei’s government justified the move by criticizing
the UN agency. “The WHO’s prescriptions don’t work
because they are based not on science but on politi-
cal interests and bureaucracies unwilling to admit their
own mistakes,” the statement read. Previously, Buenos
Aires had also accused the agency of “disastrous” ma-
nagement and enforcing “caveman lockdowns” during
the COVID-19 pandemic. The announcement came as
Kennedy met with Argentine Health Minister Mario Lu-
gones to set a “joint agenda to strengthen transparency
and trust in the health system.” Lugones said, “Together
with Robert Kennedy, we believe in the future of glo-
bal health cooperation. We share similar visions for the
path forward.” Kennedy, a controversial figure due to
his vaccine skepticism and Trump’s nominee for Health
Secretary, is also expected to meet with President Milei
during his visit.
